WCC delegation visit Beirut and Jerusalem
In August a delegation was sent from the WCC to visit Lebanon and Israel/Palestine. The delegation spent two days in Beirut visiting church and political leaders, including Prime Minister Fuad El-Sanioura, before arriving in Jerusalem on 13th August. 

Headed by President of the Conference of European Churches, Rev. Jean-Arnold de Clermont, the delegation also consisted of Roman Catholic Archbishop of Tours, Mgr. Bernard Aubertin, and WCC Programme Executive on Racism, Ms Marilia Alves-Schüller. The aim of the delegation was to offer solidarity to the churches in Israel/Palestine and Lebanon, and all the victims of the conflict. 

The delegation were welcomed in Jerusalem by the Heads of Churches. They met with Palestinian President Mahmoud Abbas in Ramallah and Chief Rabbi (Ashkenazi) Yona Metzger, as well as Israeli and Palestinian civil society representatives. 
In a statement issued at a press conference before their departure, the delegation called for the World Council of Churches to not only pray for the situation, but to act. They stated that they had listened to those they met who emphasised that the core of the Middle East issue is the resolution of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict.
