Assembly Matters
I.  Assembly Planning Committee – proposal for securing nominations
The Central Committee established an Assembly Planning Committee “consisting of 18 (eighteen) members of the WCC central committee and 8 (eight) representatives of ecumenical organizations, one representative each from ECHOS (moderator), EDAN and Indigenous Peoples, as well as the moderator of the local planning committee hosting the 10th assembly, all with the right to speak and participate in decision-making.” 

The Central Committee instructed the General Secretary to invite “partner ecumenical organizations (1 CWC, 1 REO, 2 specialized ministries, 1 NCC, 1 IEO, 1 RCC, 1 Pentecostal) to nominate representatives to the membership of the assembly planning committee requesting that names submitted be male and female.
”
This memorandum attempts to outline possible strategies by which the additional nominations might be secured.
Before addressing the specific nominations it is worth noting that some Central Committee members will be “wearing more than one hat” as members of the APC:

· Rev. Dr Moiseraele Prince Dibeela is the moderator of the Council for World Mission, which is a CWME affiliated body.

· Rev. Dr Paul Gardner is the head of the Moravian Unity Board, which is a recognized CWC.

· Ms Outi Vasko is the president of SYNDESMOS, which though not formally an IEO, is a significant ecumenical partner.

· H.E. Archbishop Vicken Aykazian, is the immediate past president of the National Council of Churches of Christ in the USA, which is an affiliated NCC. 

In addition to the 18 members of the Central Committee another 13 nominations need to be secured. What follows are proposals for securing these nominations (including advice received so far by the Joint Consultative Group between the WCC and Pentecostals and the Conference of Secretaries of Christian World Communions):

ECHOS – Proposal: To invite Ms Diana Fernando dos Santos who is the moderator of ECHOS, this being the nomination prescribed by the Central Committee.

EDAN – Proposal: To request a nomination from the EDAN working group, preferably someone with a disability who has attended previous assemblies.

Indigenous Peoples – Proposal: To invite Bishop Sophie Petersen, Evangelical Lutheran Church in Denmark (Greenland).
REO – Proposal: To request a nomination from the Christian Conference of Asia as the REO helping to host the assembly. The CCA assembly will elect a new presidium and General Committee in April 2010. Preference would be for one of these new governing body members.

NCC – Proposal: To request a nomination from the National Council of Churches in Brazil (CONIC), which was the NCC helping to host the previous assembly. Preference would be for someone who was involved in preparing the Porto Alegre Assembly.

IEO – Proposal: To request a nomination from the World Student Christian Federation, whose cooperation in participating in the Porto Alegre Assembly foreshadowed many of the hopes for cooperative partnership that have been expressed for the Busan Assembly.

RCC – Proposal: To request a nomination from the Pontifical Council for Promoting Christian Unity. The Joint Working Group may be a platform to stimulate additional feedback on RCC participation in the next assembly.

Pentecostals – Previous invitations to the World Pentecostal Fellowship received no response. Advice was sought from Pentecostal representatives during the meeting of the Joint Consultative Group between the WCC and Pentecostals, which met at the end of October in Hong Kong. The name of Rev. Dr. Wonsuk Ma was proposed. He had been invited to join the ADC, but was not able to. He is also representing Pentecostals on the EC21. Proposal: To invite Rev. Dr. Wonsuk Ma.

Specialized ministries – Proposal: To request the Round Table Core Group to secure two nominations from the wider network of specialized ministries. 

CWC – This is the most difficult nomination to pursue. The request for one representative is being received as a step backwards with the partners most interested in contributing to the cooperative partnership being sought. The previous APC had two CWC observers from WARC and LWF. When CWCs were asked to nominated two persons to the Assembly Discernment Committee they raised concern and negotiation led to four persons being named. 

The Conference of Secretaries of Christian World Communions in November offerd an opportunity to discuss the issue. The Conference of Secretaries welcomed the Central Committee's recommendations on the nature and ethos of the next WCC assembly. The CWCs did also appreciate being invited to nominate a representative to the planning committee. They identified the Joint Consultative Commission (JCC) between the WCC and CWCs as the best platform in which to further refine CWC's participation in the next WCC assembly over the next three years.

The CWC's recognize that the invitations to the Roman Catholic Church and to Pentecostal churches also reinforce cooperation with church families (communions). They noted the hope that Evangelicals might find a seat at the planning table.

In response to the expectation that an invitation would be forthcoming they proposed, for consideration by WCC leadership, the possibility of allowing two CWC representatives so that both one communion having "common membership" with the WCC and one communion not having "common membership" with the WCC might be involved. Note: This is a standard option of balance for CWC engagement with the WCC.

If invited, they would like to propose the following members, in order of preference:

1) Rev. Dr Robert K. Welsh, Disciples Ecumenical Consultative Council (DECC) and Co-moderator of the JCC.

2) Rev. Dr Rolfe Hille, Director of Ecumenical Relations for the World Evangelical Alliance (WEA)

3) Rev. Dr Nicta Lubale, General Secretary of the Organization of African Instituted Churches (OAIC).
National Host Committee – Proposal: To request that the National Council of Churches in Korea nominate the chair of the national committee or a proxy for the chair.

II. Assembly Worship Planning Committee (AWPC) – Terms of Reference
The Assembly Worship Planning Committee (AWPC), which is accountable to the Assembly Planning Committee, should be composed of people with high professional competence in their fields of worship leadership, with expertise in those areas required for large scale Christian worship. The Committee will base its work on the “Framework for Common Prayer” at WCC gatherings adopted by WCC Central Committee in 2003 as part of the Special Commission on Orthodox participation in the WCC report.

The AWPC should consist of creative persons coming from various cultural, regional, confessional, language background, who have cross-cultural experience, who are informed of current liturgical, musical, and/or ecclesiastical art developments in their areas and who have worship planning experience. The AWPC will include a representative of the hosting churches, who will be a member of the local worship committee.

Responsibilities and duties
1. Receive these Terms of Reference, the Assembly theme, and the projected Assembly time schedule and worship schedule.

2. Examine the Assembly site, discuss and propose space arrangements for worship.

3. Reflect on the ecumenical and thematic context of the assembly worship.

4. Recommend general guidelines for all worship services.

5. Ascertain how a proper balance could be achieved between new and old, general material and contextuality.

6. Prepare printed worship resources, including the Assembly worship book and/or songbook.

7. Propose worship leaders and musicians and review plans to provide worship assistants.

8. Carry out the daily implementation of the worship at the assembly.

9. Undertake further preparatory and /or assembly responsibilities as assigned by the APC.

III. Music Director, 10th Assembly of the World Council of Churches - Terms of Reference

The Assembly Music Director will be accountable to the Moderator of the Assembly Worship Planning Committee (AWPC), and should have high professional competence in music leadership, with expertise in those areas required for large scale Christian worship. The Assembly Music Director should have cross-cultural experience, be familiar with current liturgical and musical developments and have worship planning experience. This person will work closely with the Moderator of the AWPC and the Assistant Music Director. If there will be a sub-committee on music, then this person will also be accountable to this sub-committee.

Responsibilities and Duties

1. Help implementing worship life for the Assembly with a special focus on music.

2. Assist in selecting music, with special concern for a proper balance between different regions and traditions.

3. Examine the Assembly site and discuss space arrangements for music, including rehearsals.

4. Assist the AWPC by taking into consideration the ecumenical context of music with special reference to the theme of the Assembly.

5. Provide musical settings for the Assembly choir and instrumentalists.

6. Assist the Assembly Planning Committee (APC) and the AWPC in facilitating participation of visiting choirs and musical groups.

7. Develop and recommend a plan for the participation of musicians, the Assembly choir and Assembly participants, including a budget.

8. Ensure the daily implementation of music at the Assembly, including rehearsals.

9. Undertake further preparatory and/or Assembly responsibilities as assigned by the AWPC.

IV. Assistant Music Director, 10th Assembly of the World Council of Churches - Terms of Reference

The Assistant Music Director will be accountable to the Assembly Music Director, and should have professional competence in music leadership, with expertise in those areas required for large scale Christian worship. The Assistant Music Director should be familiar with current liturgical and musical developments and have worship planning experience. This person will work closely with and assist the Assembly Music Director and will be part of the local worship committee.

Responsibilities and Duties

1. Act as a consultant in the selection of music.

2. Assist the Assembly Music Director in coordinating music at the Assembly.

3. Recruit members for the Assembly choir and instrumentalists; provide for rehearsals and preparation; and share in other tasks as necessary at the Assembly.

4. Assist the Assembly Music Director in the daily implementation of music at the Assembly.

5. Undertake further preparatory and/or Assembly responsibilities as assigned by the AWPC.

V. Local Worship Planning Committee, WCC 10th Assembly – Terms of reference

The local worship committee will be appointed by the assembly planning committee and will work in close co-operation with the assembly staff group and whenever necessary with the assembly worship planning committee.

Responsibilities and Duties
1. Reflect and give advice on worship life being planned for the assembly in view of local member churches' expectations and in particular as it impacts the local planning activities. Oversee local planning in relationship to the WCC member churches in Korea and ecumenical groups.

2. Assist the assembly worship planning committee (AWPC) in reflecting on the local ecumenical context of worship and the local perspectives of the theme.

3. Implement the local preparations for worship, particularly in regard to sites, music and other local arrangements for worship at the Assembly.

4. Assist the AWPC in organising logistics at the local level and in implementing the visual environment of the worship spaces. This would include activities such as procurement of necessary items for worship (Eucharistic vessels, vestments, etc.) and decoration of the worship spaces.

5. Work with the assembly music director in providing local choirs and instrumentalists for the daily worship during the Assembly.

6. Consult with the assembly staff group about the number and the scheduling of services to which persons not directly involved in the Assembly are invited.

7. Provide the assembly with a volunteer sacristan and an assistant to the sacristan, who are responsible for all liturgical material and needs before, during and after worship. They also act as “stage managers” for the podium with responsibility for furnishing, lighting and sound.

8. Develop and recommend a plan to provide worship assistants and volunteers (as needed in different worships).

9. Work with the logistics co-ordinator and with contractors to provide equipment needed in connection with the worship (including production of banners, provision of sound systems and flower arrangements for the services).

10. Assume any other responsibilities regarding worship as may be assigned by the AWPC.

B. Short CVs of proposed members

Dr Tercio Junker (ml), Brazilian Methodist Church

Tercio is Assistant Professor of Worship and Director of Sweeney Chapel at Christian Theological Seminary.  Both a CTS alumnus and an ordained elder of the Brazilian Methodist Church, Dr. Junker joined the CTS faculty in 2006 immediately after serving as the head of the Liturgy and Arts department at the Methodist Seminary of São Paulo, Brazil. Dr. Junker’s musical contributions include conducting several ensembles on recordings as well as serving on the Board of Editors for the Book of Liturgical Resources and on the Review Committee for the Book of Worship of the Brazilian Methodist Church. He also served as the World Council of Churches representative and session facilitator on “Latin-American Contextual Songs” for the 2005 Global Contextual Hymn & Song Workshop for the Church of Norway, Oslo, and as Member of the Assembly Worship Planning Committee and Assistant Music Director for the 9th Assembly of the World Council of Churches in Porto Alegre, Brazil, from 2004 until 2006. 

Rev. Canon Nangula E. Kathindi (fo), Anglican Church of the Province of Southern Africa.

In 1993, Canon Kathindi was one of the first two women to be ordained deacon in the Anglican Diocese of Namibia and a year later was ordained a priest. 

First woman archdeacon in the Diocese of Namibia [1999], first woman elected General Secretary in the Namibian Council of Churches [1999], first woman dean of St. George's Cathedral [2004], and the first woman Provincial Secretary of the Anglican Church of Southern Africa.

In 1978, after earning a B.A. in Sociology from St. Paul's College in Lawrenceville, Virginia, Kathindi decided to stay in the U.S. to obtain a master's degree. 

She is very well grounded in ecumenical work, locally as General Secretary of the Council of Churches in Namibia, sub-regionally through the Fellowship of Christian Councils in Southern Africa, regionally through the All Africa Conference of Churches, and globally through the World Council of Churches. She is very committed to social justice and has previously worked in the Women's Desk of the Council of Churches in Namibia.
She is a member of the WCC Central Committee.

Rev. Dr Loraine MacKenzie Shepherd (fo), United Church of Canada 

is an ordained minister of The United Church of Canada and currently serves as minister at Augustine United Church, an inner city church in Winnipeg, Manitoba Canada. She is also Adjunct Professor at the Faculty of Theology at the University of Winnipeg and teaches in the areas of feminist and postcolonial theology and hermeneutics. She has written popular and academic articles, chapters and books and given both popular and academic presentations on these topics. She has a PhD in Interdisciplinary Studies in Systematic Theology and Feminist Theory. She also has a Masters of Divinity and a Masters of Church Music, with a major in piano accompaniment, and has led choirs and music ensembles for services of worship.

She is a member of the Faith and Order Plenary Commission

Rev. Dr Lim, Swee Hong (mo), United Methodist Church 

is the Lecturer in the areas of Worship, Liturgy and Music at Trinity Theological College, Singapore. He also serves as the Director of Field Education at that institution. Concurrently, he is the Adjunct Professor in the area of Worship for Asbury Theological Seminary, Kentucky. Aside from his teaching ministry, Swee Hong chairs the worship and liturgy committee of the World Methodist Council and the Trinity Annual Conference Board on Worship and Music of the Methodist Church in Singapore. He is also a member of the worship planning committee for the World Missionary Conference 2010, Edinburgh, the World General Assembly of the YMCA 2010, Hong Kong, and the IEPC 2011, Jamaica. He holds degrees from the Asian Institute for Liturgy and Music, Philippines, Southern Methodist University, Texas, and Drew University, New Jersey.

Rev. Graham McGeoch (myo), Church of Scotland (reformed) Moderator

Member of WCC Executive and Central Committee, member of the Committee on Consensus and Collaboration.

Alison Preston works with AngliCORD — an international relief and community development agency of the Anglican church of Australia. She served on the Assembly Worship Committee, Conference of European Churches 13th General Assembly and on the Ecumenical songbook committee, Lasten Keskus, of the Evangelical Lutheran Church and the Ecumenical Council in Finland.
