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Commission on Ecumenical Education and Formation

Changes in the management of programmes (cf the document on the change process), including those already started at the central committee meeting when the recommendation of the general secretary to relocate the Ecumenical Theological Education (ETE) from currently P5 to another programme was accepted, require a re-consideration of the Commission on Education and Ecumenical Formation. Since the policy discussion on refocusing the Council’s priorities will continue in the coming moths, and since the working group on governance will concentrate, among other issues, on commissions and consultative bodies in general, it is suggested that the meetings of the commission on education and ecumenical formation are suspended by the executive committee (February 2010) until a decision of the central committee (February 2011).
Because of the managerial requirements of projects and activities, otherwise supervised by the commission, it is also suggested that:

(a) The Officers approve the membership of an ad hoc group for ETE grant decisions in 2010;

(b) To consider the request of the round table in Hamburg and forward to the executive committee the request to authorize the creation of an ETE accompaniment group and appoint its membership;

(c) To forward to the executive committee the request to create a Bossey accompaniment group and appoint its membership.

 2. ETE Accompaniment Group

The RT Meeting of international partners of ETE-programme of WCC in Hamburg 21-23 October 2009 had recommended to appoint an ETE reference group which would accompany ETE in the transition period 2010-2011 with the goal to find viable solutions for a new working model between ETE office in WCC and the regional partners involved along the proposals made during the RT meeting (see WCC staff paper for RT meeting in Hamburg). As the EEF commission might not meet in its full composition in the transitional period it seems advisable to appoint an interim ETE accompaniment group which brings the required expertise to provide guidance for the transitional process of ETE while drawing some of its members from the EEF commission member’s list. The ETE accompaniment group would provide an interim progress report on the developments of ETE program in its new relations to the regions to the central committee meeting in February 2011.
